Mark Schneider 
was born in the USA in 1951.  He studied piano at the Royal Danish Academy, and has worked as a 
concert pianist, concert manager and teacher. Since 1989 he has devoted himself solely to teaching:  
music kindergarten with children aged from 1½ to 7 years, both in Danish and in English, and piano 
to children from age 4 and up. His school currently has approximately 90 children on its roll. He has 
trained music kindergarten teachers at the Royal Danish Academy, at Colourstrings International 
Summer Schools in London, and at Scandinavian Kodály Seminars. He was President of the Danish 
Kodály Society 1993-1996. This is his second course for Stepping Notes.
